Consultation 

The human-animal bond has 

become better acknowledged and for 

many of us, pets have become a very 

important and cherished part of the 

family.  Unacceptable pet behavior 

can jeopardize this bond.  If left 

untreated, behavior problems can 

escalate to the point where many 

owners relinquish their pets to 

shelters, other homes, or even 

euthanasia.   

At the Weare Animal Hospital we 

provide behavioral services to 

properly diagnosis and help correct 

unacceptable behaviors in cats and 

dogs, thus helping to preserve the 

human-animal bond. 

The initial behavior consultation is 

an opportunity for the pet owner to 

thoroughly discuss the pets behavior.    

We encourage all family members to 

attend.   

We also ask that you fill out and 

return a complete history form prior 

to your appointment.  This form can 

be found on our website in our 

behavioral section.   

Dr. Barlow will work with your pet 

and family to diagnose your pet’s 

behavior issues.  A treatment plan can 

then be tailored to the specific needs 

of your pet and family.  

Follow-up and rechecks are 

established as part of the treatment 

plan.  These can be either made as 

visits to the hospital and/or telephone 

calls.   

Appointments are scheduled in 20 

minute increments. Initial behavior 

consultations are scheduled for 

approximately 1 hour.  Follow up 

visits may or may not require longer 

time.
